2010 PBBA DERBY RULES & GUIDELINES

1. SCOPE OF COMPETETION:
The PBBA 3 year old Derby events are to be conducted in conjunction with the following
sanctioned bull riding events:

Southern States Bull Riders (SSBR)

NBR

Championship Bull Riders (CBR)

Any special events PBBA feels would promote and enhance the

development of PBBA and its programs.
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2. PARTICIPANTS:
All participants entering bulls in a PBBA produced or sanctioned Derby event must be a current stock

contractor members in good standing with the PBBA.

3. AGE REQUIREMENTS:

To be eligible to compete in any PBBA produced or sanctioned Derby event, bulls must
be born on or between January 1, 2007 - December 31, 2007.

4. AGE VERIFICATION:

Bulls must be verified by a licensed veterinarian according to the PBBA approved mouth chart and

be born within the age parameters outlined in #3 above prior to competing in any PBBA produced

or sanctioned futurity.
(PBBA RESERVES THE RIGHT TO AGE VERIFY AND/OR DISQUALIFY ANY BULL ENTERED AT ANY PBBA PRODUCED OR
SANCTIONED EVENT.)

5. ANIMAL IDENTIFICATION:
Bulls must be branded with a permanent ID number. Bulls not branded as mentioned herein may be
disqualified from any PBBA produced or sanctioned futurity and may forfeit any/all fees and
expenses paid.

6. HORNS:
Bulls must be tipped in accordance with the PBBA guidelines which is the diameter of a 50 cent

piece. At the discretion of a judge, if an un-tipped or inadequately tipped animal arrives at any
PBBA produced or sanctioned Derby, the bull will be sent offsite to be properly tipped.

7. ENTRY FEES:
At all PBBA produced or sanctioned Derbies entry fees will be $300 per animal.

8. POINTS:
Bulls competing in any PBBA produced or sanctioned classic event will earn points toward the
year end awards. Points will be awarded at the various levels of competition according to the

following format:
POINTS SYSTEM

PLACE POINTS AWARDED
1st 10
2nd 8
3rd 6
4th 4
5th 2

(Participation Points =An additional 5 points will be awarded each bull participating in competition.)



8. JUDGING:

Judges rulings are final!

9. FINALS QUALIFICATION:

The top 40 point earning bulls which are entered will be accepted to the PBBA Futurity Finals. Any
remaining positions available may be filled by additional point earning bulls, in descending order, until
all positions are filled or entries close.

Participation in at least 3 PBBA events during January 23, 2010 - Date of Finals (TBA) is required to
qualify for the PBBA Futurity Finals.

10. EVENT GROUND RULES:

Specific ground rules may exist for a PBBA produced or sanctioned derby. Failure to adhereto  posted
ground rules may result in disqualification and/or fine.
